10 Reasons you should prepare a Will. 
1. Control how your assets (belongings) are distributed. 

Your Will sets out your last wishes as to how, who and where your assets will be given to. Not distributed by the intestacy laws, which are based on fixed formula. You can leave different persons different items they like.
2. Avoid painful family friction and disputes.

Children and siblings will fight each other for your assets and money. When you die intestate, the intestate laws take over and could be challenged in court. Leading to bitterness and even loss of large sum of money to the lawyers. 
3. Appoint suitable guardian for your children who are minors by law. 

In cases where both parents die at the same time or short period between each other, the infant and small children are often left without proper support. Rather than leave them with relatives who will not love them, decide now to leave them with family members or close friends who will love and care for them. You can also provide in your Will for a Guardian’s fund, to support your children from the insurance proceeds. 
4. Government will inherit all your assets if you die alone.

If you are a single child and has no close family. Your next of kin may not be notified of your untimely demise. The government may end up inheriting all your assets. With a simple Will, you could donate it to a charity of your choice or the person or organization that took care of you. Leave the administrator a copy of your Will so he knows what to do.
5. Speed up insurance payout by nominating your beneficiaries. 

You can nominate the beneficiaries for the proceeds from your insurance policies. The insurance company can then discharge their duty as trustee of the insurance proceed speedily to the beneficiaries nominated. It can also be instructed in the Will to pay to a trust or kept in trust by the executor until the child(ren) reaches the nominal age. 
6. Appoint a trustworthy executor. 

By appointing a trustworthy executor to administer your estate and to carry out your wishes, you are safeguarding the interests of your loved ones. Avoid painful family tussles over assets and money and who should administer the estate.  Name the executor in the Will. 
7. Set up testamentary trusts free. 

In your Will you can set up a trusts to provide for the welfare /support /maintenance of an infant child or dependent child. 

8. Speed up the issue of Grant of Probate. 

With a Will, the Court procedure is much simpler. As your assets are “frozen” by law upon your death. Your Will, will shorten the time a grant of probate can be issued. The money or assets can be utilized, transfer or sold to cover the financial needs of the loved ones quicker. Your Last Will can be kept by your lawyer or your close friend in a sealed envelops to be open upon your death.
9. Make the hard decisions for your family. 
A form of Will called the Living Will, specify what your love ones should do for you in the even of accident or illness, when you could not decide for yourself. You can help them decide by specifying when the hospital can let you die naturally and when life support system or complex procedures should not be used. Especially when the chances of recovery are less than the chances of dying. You can leave the Living Will with your family doctor. 
10. Prepare for the unknown. 
Depending on your faith and belief, you might want to leave last instructions as to how your body is to be returned to the earth. Make the painful decisions on whether you like to be buried or cremated. Where do you like to be laid to rest. What type of gravestone and design to make. How much to spend. What type of religious ceremony to follow so that there will be no siblings conflict when the family is not of one religion.
